Academic
Press, the publishers of Animal Behaviour, have
agreed o provade extra pages tor publication of
Reviews, so their inclusion in the journal will not
result in any fewer pages being devoted to publication
of articles.

The introduction of Reviews is an exciting
development in the life of the journal and one we
hope will markedly increase its usefulness to you, the
subscribers. Reviews should address fundamental
issues relating to behaviour and provide new insights
into the subject(s) they cover. Original
interdisciptinary syntheses are especially welcome.
Reviews should be no longer than 6,000 words
{¢xcluding references) and should include an abstract
of up to 250 words. In the first instance, a
preliminary outline of up to 600 words should be sent
to the European or American Executive Editor
according to the geographical location of the author.
The decision as to whether o proceed to a full review
then rests with the Executive Editors or invited
adviscrs. Contributions submitted on this basis will
be subjected to the same refereeing process as normal
Manuscripts.

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JOHN T. EMLEN JR
1908-1997

John T. Emlen Jr. - gentle man, enthusiastic
naturalist, teacher, scholar and longstanding professor
at the University of Wisconsin - Madison. died
November 8. 1997, at the age of 88 after a brict
lness.

~Johnny” was born in Germantown, PA in 1908 to
tohn T. Emlen and Mary Jones, and grew up
attending Germantown Friends School. He swudied at
Haverford College (BS 1931) and Comnell University
{(Ph.D. in Zoology/Ornithology, 1934). In 1934,
alter working as a park naturalist at Glacier National
Park, he married Virginia Merritt, daughter of Cornell
physics protessor Ernest Merritt and Bertha
Sutermeister Merritt.

He first went to Madison to work with Aldo Leopold
and for the US Burcau of Biological Survey. Then,
1in 1935, he joined the biology department at the
University of California at Davis, where he served as
instructor of zoology until 1942 when he joined the
Johns Hopkins School of Hygicne and Public Health
on a wartime project on rat control in the city of
Baltimore. After the war he returned to Madison as
associate professor of zoology at the University of
Wisconsin. Advanced Lo full professorship in 1947,
e served as department chairman from 1950 to 1953
and continued as professor and semor zoologist until
his retirement in 1974,

Dr. Emlen was a pioncer in evolutionary studics of
animal ccology and behavior, concentrating on field
studies of birds and mammals in their natural
habitats. He was a fellow of numerous professional
societies and served as president of the American
Ornithologists” Union, the Wilson Ornithological
Socicty, and the Wisconsin Society {or Ornithology.
He was both a John Simon Guggenheim and
Fulbright Fellow, and received the highest honor
conterred in American ornithology, the Elliot Coucs
Award, in 1973, Atthe University, where he was
fondly known as “Doc”, he mentored 39 doctoral and
22 Master’s students, many of whom are current
leaders in their disciplines throughout the world. In
his later years, the University established a
scholarship fund in his name, to be awarded each year
to a graduate student with outstanding potential for
creativity in field research.

Beset with heart problems in 1965, he was obliged to
go part time at the University. Nevertheless, he
managed to continue his research studies, working as

a team with his wife “Jinny” in many parts of the
world. He summarized his life in the following
words: “1 can look back over a rich and rewarding life
in which I have visited all of the world’s continents
and many of its islands. How lucky can a guy get?”

He is survived by his wife Virginia and three sons.
John Merritt Emlen, senior biologist with the US
Geological Survey in Seattle. WA, Stephen
Thompson Emien, professor of behavioral ecology a
Cornell University in Ithaca. NY. and James
Woodruff Emlen, Vice President for Exploratory
Research at Connctics Corporation in Palo Alto CA.
He has five grandchildren: Douglas Emden, an
assistant professor of Zoology at the University of
Montana, Katharine Emlen of Boulder, CO. Owen
Emilen and Robyn Emlen of Denver, CO, and Scou
Emilen of Scattle.
