only a distinguished scientist, hut an outstanding 
teacher and colleague cmd a very caring human being.

William J. Bell, Fcllow of the Animal Bchavior 
Society and Professor of Entomology at the 
l' ni vcrsit), of Kansas, died in his :'.1cT ,muh, Kansas 
home on 17 Octoher 199X after a long illness. 

Bill camcd a B.S. in Biology and Education, from 
Bridgewater State College, Bridgewater, ~1A in 19()'+ 
and an .\1A. in Zoology from the l'lIivcrsity of 
:'.1assaehusells Amherst in 1966. Ilc t!JCII moved to 
the ('niversity of Penllsylvania and, lmder the tutelage 
of W. Telfer, eamed it Ph.D. in 196<) for his seminal 
work Oil thc roles of juvenile honnollc 11l 

vitellogellcsis. Following a I ~year postdodoral 
fellowship under R Bartll at the lniversity of Te.\.a~, 
Bill \\ as appointed Assistant Professor of 
Entomology at the lniversi t) of Kansas ill 1970, 
where he remained Hntillns death. 

:\s his career progressed, Bill e"p:mded his rese;m:h 
from dC\'e1opmcntal hio]ogy 10 other aspects or 
reproductive ph: siology and hehavior as well as 
chemosensory hiology and orientation hehavior. Ilis 
suhjects mduded a tli verse array of arthropods, 
including cockroaches, hees, heetles, ilies, moths, and 
iSOIX)ds. lie puhlished more than W() papcrs, wrote 
two hooks and edited thn:e. Between 1970 ami ]1)<)6 
Bill Bell trained X ~1.;\. and IX Ph.D. students III IllS 

lahoratory. In 19X6the liniversity of Kamas 
recoglli/.ed these accomplIshments by hestowing thc 
Olin l'etcfish A ward for Research ill Basic Seiellces 
upon him. The Animal Behavior Society elected him 
a J'dlow at its 19()'+ annual meeting 

Bill Bell was a wonderful cook, an a\ id fisherman, 
and an entertaining and adventurolls companion 011 

forcign excursions. llis many colleagucs, studcnts, 
and fricnds rememher him fondly and IIIiss him

:-(;Uly of you will havc rcccived e-l1laiis suggesting 
that rather than (or in addition to) submilling your 
papcrs to traditional journals, you should post them 
011 a weh sitc, thus makillg your articles, as Stevan 
Ilarnad has put it, "available to all of us everywhere 
at no cost to mlyone" Articles have appeared in 
prestigious journals (Science, :\ature, Alllericml 
Scicntist, etc,) proposing various ingenious ways to 
finance c1el:tronic journals that would allow everyone 
to have access to en;rything for nothing. I do IIOt 
doubt that s011le time soon. thcre will he far less 
shipplllg of hard copies of scienhfic joumals around 
the world. Indeed, eleetrollle \ ersions of many 
Journals (Anilllal Bchaviour mnoug them), arc already 
mailable by subscription on Ule weh. Both thc 
number of c1CCtrolllc journals and sUbscriptiolls to 
them arc likely to lIll:rcase dramatiC<llIy over time. 
I 'here is, howen.:r, a great dillerence hctween articlcs 
frecly available on opell weh sites ,Uld c1ectrolllc 
journals available by sUhscription, as Animal 
Bchaviollf is currently If Y01l helieve, as do I, Ihat 
dis~Cllllllatioll or peer-reviewed, copy-edited articlcs, 
whether papcr or c1ectronie, and their pennanent 
arclllVlng is or \aluc, then )OU Heed to think twice 
hefore posting your "publishahle" (i.e quality) work 
on opell wcb sitcs 

Before I becmne hlitor or Amlllal Behaviour, I would 
1Iot havc bclieved the cost of providing peer rcview 
ami copy editing, evell when, as is generally the case. 
e:\ccutivc edilors, associate editors, reviewers and 
authors all labor without pay. Considcr Ihc handling 
or a Iypical paper al Animal Behaviollf. :\ manuscript 
arri vcs in UIC editorial officc, mid an acknowledgement 
or rcceipt (I) is SCllt to the author by thc managing 
edilor. The managing cditor contacts (2) an associate 
editor who will evcntually write the decision Jetter for 
the 111lIl1USClipL The associate cditor sclects reviewers 
alld eOllllllllllicales thcir namcs to thc managing editor 
(3), who then contacts potential reviewers to 
detelllline whether they are willing to revicw UIC 
article in question (4, S, 6). The article is thell sent to 
reviewers who have c:\pressed a willingncss to review 
it (7,X). If the reviewers arc latc in returning their 
reviews, they Illllst be contacted hy thc managing 
editor and sometimes hy an exeeutivc or associate 
editor as well, and oec.1siollaJ I y replaecd (9,10) Oncc 
received, rcviews must he collated, and copies of them 
sellt to the associate editor ,mu rcviewers by the 
lIl'llIa),.>lng editor (11,12. 13). A dccisionletter must 
he prepared hy the associate editor (1·1-), copied to thc 

managing editor and sent to the author (IS). 
Assuming the manuscript rcquires revision, it must 
bc returned to thc author (16). Rcceipt of the revision 
must be acknowledged hy the managing editor (17), 
the revision sent to thc associate cditor (18), and 
perhaps, returned to one or the initial reviewers (19) 
for a second rcvicw, which must thell he sent to the 
associate editor h<Uldling the manuscript (20). !\ new 
decision letter mlIst be sent (21) and, if UK 
manuscript is acccpted, it lIlust then he sent to a 
copy-editor (22) who suggests revisions to the autllOr 
(2) mId finall y acknowledges receipt of the rinal draft 
(2-1-) which now musl be sent to the publisher (2S). 
The puhlishcr sets type and sends galleys to the 
authors (26) and to the orfiee where they arc riled 
pending receipt or corrected galleys from the authors 
(27), RetuJlled, marked galleys arc copy editcd a final 
timc, and then fomarded to the publishcr (2X) 

:-Iorc than 2S COlnlllll1lications to handle a single 
lIIaJlllsCript, and the process often becollles 
cOllSiderably \IIore complex. Oftell, thcrc is 
correspondcncc with authors on various points; 
sometimes nI<UlY potential reviewers will have to hc 
contacted he fore two arc found who will agrce to .'ienc 
as referces; sOllie lllal1l1scri pIs have to go 10 the 
Animal Behavior Society ,\nilllal ('are ('olllillitlee 
for ethical revicw; authors appcal \ ariolls deCl~lOns to 
thc Exccutivc hlitor and hlitorial Board, etc. ctc 
Take the ah()\'c procedure (or allY similar onl'), 
llIultiply it by the roughly 701l manuscripts 
submitted to :\nimal Bchaviour each year, ,UJd you 
ClUJ sec that there will be lUla\oidahlc costs IIIcnrrcd 
to provide the manpower, postage and infonllatioll 
tcchnology necessary ~illlply to manage Ihc 'pap..:r' 
now, In raet, in 1()97, the B1oomingtoll Ccntral 
OITice of Anilllal Behaviour spcnt 1I1ore than S I-J.O 
revicwlllg each subnn lied m,ulUsCii pt and lIIore thall 
$-1-S0 reviewing and copy-editing each puhlished 
manuscript Because or Ulesc costs, uulil therc me ill 
place procedures other than thosc cnrrently availahle 
to finance peer review and copy editing, posting 
quality arlicles on a wch site for free distribution 
threatens thc survival of pcer-reviewed, copy-edited, 
archived joumals. :\ew sources of fuuding I1Il1st be 
arranged before, not after, old sourccs of funding arc 
ahandoned. I have no axc to grind as I :.:\ccutivc I iii tor 
of a journal. My tenn at Anilllal Behaviour will have 
ended before articles posted on opell weh sites will 
have had much impact 011 the traditional system for 
funding scientific puhliC<ltions. I do, howevcr, helieve 
thaI peer review, copy cditing and archival 
penn<Ulenee arc of significant value to the academic 
eOllllllllllity. There is not yct any agrecd upOlllllethod 
to pay for pcer review, copy cditing, or archiving of 
articles posted 011 "free" weh sites. Without such 
fill<UIeing. frce distribution of articles will havc costs 
as well as hcncfits. One of thcse costs is likcly to he 
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diminution of the range of peer-reviewed, copy-edited, 
archival jOlIDIalS currently available to publish your 
work. Consequently, it is not clear that, today, 
posting of quality artieles on free web sites (whether 
hdore or after publication in more traditional \'enues) 
is ill the best interests of thc academic community. 
Plcasc don't do it There is, as yet, no free lunch.
